** These years relate to the Touring (BTCC, ETCC and WTCC) car specification to which the vehicle was built, and not necessarily the construction date of the actual vehicle. Vehicles entered in the up to 1994 category must comply with the technical regulations applicable to the championship that the car first raced in. If the vehicle has been modified such that it no longer complies with those regulations it shall be assumed to match the technical specification of 1995 onwards touring cars and shall be classified accordingly. It is the responsibility of the entrant to supply regulations (as applicable to the championship that the car first raced in) to the organizers if required.

All mid engined two seater cars will be assumed to comply with regulations applicable to Modified cars and will be classified accordingly. A mid engined car is defined as any rear engined vehicle where the centre of mass of the engine is located forward of the rear axle centre line.
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
